However, any
accumulation of snow must always be removed from the roof of the unit.

2. The unit must be anchored using the appropriate hardware based on the flooring in which itis
being anchored to.

3. Check all hardware for tightness before and during usage of the unit. Tighten screws at least
twice a year.

4. The maximum weight allowance for an accessory attached to the center beam is 40 Lbs.

5. If your product allows it, remove any mosquito netting and curtains during the winter months.

Planning Assembly

1. 1t is the consumer's responsibility to comply with building rules, regulations, zoning
restrictions or any other regional restrictions and obtain the required permits before purchasing
the product and installing it.

2. Make sure that every partis in the box befare beginning installation.

3. Some parts may have sharp edges; it is recommended to wear gloves, protective eyewear
and closed shoes.

Pay attention to the direction of the F (connector bar) shown in above pictures. Use Q18 washer and Q16 connector main
louver.Use Q17 washer and Q24 plug to attach connector bar F to louver end caps inserted into Middle Beam D. Make sure
Q12 was installed as you insert each Louver P into place.

Connect F onto louver end caps P3-1/P3-2/P4/P5---Connect F to louver end caps P4/P5 that are inserted
in Outside Beam B. Use Q18 washer and @16 connector main louver.Use @17 washer and Q24 lug to attach
connector bar F to louver end caps inserted into Beam B.
